The Feast of St. Matthew is on Saturday, September 21.  Matthew was born 
in Capernaum, Galilee and died in about the year 68 AD in Ethiopia. He is 
named in the New Testament as one of the twelve apostles of Jesus and 

according to Christian traditions, he was also one of the four Evangelists as author of the 
Gospel of Matthew. 

Early Church Fathers such as Irenaeus and Clement of Alexandria say that following Jesus’ 
Ascension, Matthew preached the Gospel to the Jewish community in Judea, before going 
to other countries.  Ancient writers are not in agreement as to which other countries 
these are, but almost all sources mention Ethiopia. 

His death is unrecorded, but Church tradition holds that he was martyred. 

St. Matthew is the patron saint of accountants, bankers, bookkeepers, security guards and 
stockbrokers. 

O Glorious St. Matthew, through the grace of God Our Father, you gave us the Holy Gospel, 
which brings us joy and life.  I ask for your assistance in all my needs.  Help me to follow 
Christ and remain faithful to His service.  Amen.
